Focuses on Kentucky Commission on Human Rights 
 

PADUCAH, KY—Paducah is one of 24 communities in Kentucky with a local human 

rights commission, the Paducah Human Rights Commission (PHRC).  However, the 

Kentucky Commission on Human Rights is an agency that has jurisdiction across the 

state and provides a wealth of information and guidance to local commissions.  In the 

third episode of PHRC, Raising the Standard, meet Mary Ann Taylor who serves as the 

supervisor for education and outreach for the Kentucky Commission on Human Rights.

According to Taylor, “We are seeing an 

increase in housing cases and an increase in disability housing cases.”
